OTHER UPDATES

Urban Area Security Initiative (UASI)

I am sure most of you have heard that UASI General Manager Laura Phillips retired as of today, April 15, 2011. Laura has provided leadership for regional planning efforts since 2008.  I will step in to the GM role during this interim period, providing continuity for the staff.  Pending approval of the federal budget, UASI anticipates receiving upwards of $29 million for the Bay Area in federal fiscal year 2011, with a combined $7.5 million award to San Francisco and San Mateo Counties for terrorism-related projects.

Public Safety Radio Communications Upgrade

DEM is in the final stages of an emergency radio communications upgrade project.  Funded by various grants, this project is designed to strengthen the City’s interoperable communications capability.  The project deployed a new citywide wireless data system, which allows DEM dispatchers to communicate critical emergency information directly to SFPD and SFFD mobile data computers in the field.  The project also implemented a citywide 700 MHz voice interoperability network, which will help improve communications with our mutual aid partners during an emergency.  DEM and DT are currently deploying new radios to SFPD, SFFD, and SFSD to begin using the system.
