RECENT EVENTS

City Employees Provide Disaster Relief in Haiti

DEM logistics expert Steve LaPlante and SFGH Emergency Room Charge Nurse Annie Bustin deployed to Haiti the night after the January 12 earthquake as part of a federal Disaster Medical Assistance Team (DMAT).  The Bay Area DMAT served in Haiti for 10 days, where they set up a field hospital and treated over a thousand patients before being relieved by another DMAT team.  The San Francisco Bay Area DMAT team is on stand-by to return to Haiti as necessary.  In addition, several DPH doctors and nurses traveled to Haiti as volunteers in the relief effort.
City Provides H1N1 Flu Vaccinations
DEM collaborated with DPH, our local hospitals, and our regional and state partners to provide citywide response to the H1N1 influenza.  DEM response efforts included receipt and distribution of N95 respirator masks to several local hospitals that ran short on this critical supply, and support for the DPH mass vaccinations clinics.  The first clinics in October 2009 distributed approximately 18,000 doses of vaccine at several DPH clinic sites.  The second mass vaccination clinic on December 22 at the Bill Graham Civic Auditorium distributed 9,000 vaccine doses. 
Emergency Operations Center (EOC) Activations

The EOC was activated for the following recent events:

a. Dubai Star Oil Spill – October 30-31, 2009
b. Emergency Bay Bridge Closure – October 27, 2009
FEMA National Plan Review 2010

DEM is currently participating in FEMA’s National Plan Review, a nationwide process in which 75 cities and all 56 states and territories submit their emergency plans to FEMA for review.  Over the last several years, DEM, in partnership with our stakeholders, has enhanced citywide planning efforts and is pleased to have the opportunity to share our updated plans with the state and FEMA.

ONGOING PROJECTS

FY 2010 Urban Area Security Initiative (UASI) Grant - $9 million to San Francisco
San Francisco and San Mateo counties combined will receive approximately $9 million from UASI this year.  Major City departments with a disaster response role met February 4-5 to set priorities for allocating these funds, which included:  intelligence predictive analysis tools for the Police Department, a mobile command vehicle for the Sheriff’s Department, a Fire Department portable water supply system, funding for community preparedness, and several other programs.  After combining with San Mateo’s priorities, we have submitted these to the Bay Area UASI, which will forward them to the state, for final approval by the Department of Homeland Security.  We expect to receive this funding at the end of the year.
Recovery Initiative – Lifelines Council
Part of the extensive work on the City’s Recovery Initiative, the Lifelines Council is hosted by City Administrator Ed Lee.  It is designed to bring the lifelines providers in water, power, communications, and transportation together in a forum that discusses restoration of service and recovery after a major disaster.  The most recent meeting on February 4 included a case study of PG&E and a discussion of work with the Kennedy School of Government on planning in advance for recovery (the “Acting in Time Inititiave”).  The next meeting will be in summer 2010.
Emergency Operations Center (EOC) Open House - Every First and Third Wednesday

DEM opens the EOC between 10:00 am and 4:00 pm to anyone who wants to learn about the EOC - who does what, how the EOC relates to the Department Operations Centers and the Incident Command Post, as well as to the Region and the State.  It is also an opportunity to work with EOC technology - hands-on experience with Smart Boards, satellite phones, the A/V system, and internet-based communication tools like Law Enforcement Online.
SF Unified School District Disaster Training
In fall of 2009, DEM partnered with SFUSD to provide 15 trainings to over 100 schools within the District.  The training focused primarily on the school site  emergency plan that was created by SFUSD and DEM.  This training is 1 of 2 in-depth trainings DEM and SFUSD will provide to the principals/site managers of the School District.
UPCOMING TRAINING, EXERCISES, AND EVENTS

State-Wide Golden Guardian Exercise

· San Francisco Tabletop:  February 24

· Full Scale:  May 18 

San Francisco has taken a lead role in planning the annual statewide Golden Guardian exercise.  A San Francisco exercise design team as well as a regional team meet monthly.  The exercise will focus on practicing elements of local and regional port security plans, Emergency Operations Center management, and communications with state and federal partners.   Almost 100 people from 18 City departments and partner agencies (like the Red Cross) will participate in the February 24 tabletop exercise at the EOC.

EOC 101 Training

DEM has begun providing a regular 3-hour training on EOC operations to City agencies, as well as partner organizations who may be present in the EOC during an activation.  The first training was held on February 18.
